· The parking lot, parallel to Cushing Street, pull through the lot as far as possible, prior to unloading. Do not stop at the crosswalk (the halfway point).
· Cushing Street, school-side ONLY – students may be dropped off but can only cross the parking lot at the crosswalks; there are two.
· DO NOT DROP OFF STUDENTS ON THE INDUSTRIAL SIDE OF CUSHING STREET. It is a very busy street, it will put students in harms way.

· Finally please use caution, drive slowly on Simpson and Adams streets. These are narrow and crowded roadways.
